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The 16th Young Package knows its winners

On Thursday May 26 in Prague´s Clubhouse NoD the results of the Young Package Competition 2010 were announced. The prizes were given in three categories, the winner of each taking CZK 25,000.00. 

The 16th Young Package competition has continued in the same style established in the previous year. The competition was again divided into two categories. The first category, “Product Package”, focused on “Package for a national product” and the second one, “Different View”, brought this year the theme called “Book as a product for words”. The jury met at the beginning of April and consisted of Jan Činčera, Jan Čtvrtník, Klára Kvízová, Filip Blažek and Piotr Bozyk. 

The category “Product Package” yet traditionally attracted most participants. Its number broke the last year´s record. Almost 600 works arrived at this category. The theme was not intentionally specified so everybody can decide what he or she consider be a national product, typical of the country. Besides the packages for various local delicacies, there were packages with political overtones such as suicide, corruption or prostitution. 

The category was judged in two groups. In the group of university students and young designers up to 30 years of age over 400 creators applied. The winner was a Czech designer, Diana Winklerová, with her package for glass products “Vlajkobal-českobal”. She managed to break the dominance of Canadian students after four years. They were successful even though they did not gain any awards. Most their works were published in the catalogue among the best works of the 16th year. 

The victory in the category of secondary schools goes again to the Secondary School of Applied Arts in Uherské Hradiště. Its student, Tomáš Chludil, convinced the jury with his “Case Merkur” for a well-known Czech iron unit construction. 

The “Different View” category this year focused on graphics brought a new theme “Book as a package for words”. Participants had been asked to playfully wrap or materialize words into the form of a book. In this category 85 very diverse works had come together. The winner was a student of the Faculty of Fine Arts in Brno, Nikola Kalinová, with the book “Skrytých psaní” (Of Hidden Letters).

Prizes for the category winners were presented by: Walo Hinterberger, Chief executive officer of Model company, Jan Činčera, leading Czech packaging designer and long-time competition chairman, Filip Blažek, graphic designer working for the studio Designiq, Klára Kvízová, graphic designer from the studio Redesign, Lubica Pavlovicová from the Slovakian Centre of Design, Radovan Wicha, marketing manager of Model Obaly company and the initiator of the Young Package Competition. 

The financial reward for the winners was donated by Model Obaly company, the competition promoter, the other prizes were donated by: Plastia, Font magazine, Museum of Decorative Arts, National Technical Museum, Typo, Slovart, RED, Slovak Design Center, Studio Činčera, Packaging and Pixmac.

The exhibition of the best 60 works of the 16th year of Young Package can be seen in the gallery of   CZECHDESIGN.CZ, Vojtěšská 3, Praha 1 from June 2 to June 20. The exhibition opening is being held on June 1 at 6.00 p.m. 

Then it will move to Satellite, the Slovakian Centre of Design in Bratislava, where it will be open from June 29 to July 14. 

The authors of the exhibition are architecture students of the University of Arts, Architecture and Design in Prague: Zuzana Hejtmánková, Anežka Krejčí, Iva Potůčková and Marek Kundrata. The exhibition catalogue has been created by a student of Graphic Design at the University of Arts, Architecture and Design, Radka Pitrmucová.
